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Public Tennis courts are out in front and to the South. The grassy area between
the condos and the beach is public, Maui County land.

The beach is great for walking. Sometimes there is seaweed, but the boys with the
tractors clean this up by mid-morning.

Y ou can snorkel from the beach. The water is pretty clear out by the reef, and
cloudy close to the beach. Depth is 1 to 6 feet. Use reef socks and/or fins.

Maui is a vacation paradise so check the travel book in the room, and the coupons
and flyers in the office and at the markets. The most popular things are sunrise on
Haleakala then bike ride down, snorkeling trip to Molokini (See beach view to the
left), shopping and hanging-out in Lahaina Town, golf, horseback ridding,
surfing, windsurfing. We can also recommend the aquarium at Ma’ alaea as a must
see, especially arainy day thing, be sure and look for coupons for this.

There are some beach toys, cooler, mats, boogie boards, etc. in the second
bedroom closet. We restock this from time-to-time, but we can not gaurantee
what’ s there or the condition.

There are 3 remote controls for the entertainment center; one for the TV, one for
the DVD/VCR, and one for the stereo.

We windsurf from the Kauhale Makai but beware of shallow reef in front and
about 200-400 yards off-shore. Launch towards Menehune Shores (North) or the
Maui Sunset (South). Locals sail out from the Kauhale Makai at high tide, but be
careful; don't sail where the 6 inch waves are.

From theairport in Kahului, how to get to the condo:

When you exit the airport in Kahului (OGG), at Costco/Kmart stay to the left on
Dairy Road. Pass the Hana Highway, Walmart, and the Home Depot.

Turn left at the church (the 350) in the direction of Kihei and Wailea. Don’'t worry
if you make a mistake and continue towards Lahaina on the 380; you’ll get
another chance to turn towards Kihei in about 6 miles.

Keep going until you get to the water and then turn left on So. Kihei Rd. Just past
the intersection of the Piilani Hwy (the 31).

The Kauhale Makai — Village-by-the-Sea is about 1.7 miles south from the
intersection. Turn into the parking lot and park in space 150 or the Visitors
parking in front of the office.

If you go past the Maui Sunset condos, you've gone 300 yards to far so make a U-
turn.

Go in the office and check in (Check-in time 2:00 PM, Check-out time 10:00
AM). The Office hoursare 9 AM to 6 PM (closed from 1 — 2 PM for lunch), for
late check-in please let us know, and we will arrange to have your keysin the
office lock box.
